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The purpose of this research was to improve contexts for students who struggle to attend school 
every day by using the method of "School Absenteeism Improvement Meeting". Participants to 
meetings usually included students, parents, homeroom teachers, principals, special support 
education coordinators, university professors, the School board person in charge, education 
counselors, and clinical psychologists. Nine steps were included as a meeting procedure:(1) 
introducing a purpose and expectations of the meeting, (2) explaining circumstances of a student’s 
absenteeism,(3) discussing self-awareness of a student’s own disability and self-task of disability, 
(4)defining what school absenteeism means, (5) discussing how to improve environment and 
planning for future, (6) creating an improvement plan, (7) deciding on academic contents and 
teaching strategies, (8) improvement technique, (9) making of an individual support plan. As result, 
45 out of 52 students who had struggled to attend school on a regular basis. 
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
